Profile of Participants

Participants Obligations
 Each participant is required to be present throughout the whole duration of the event.
- Each participant is obliged to take part in all the non-sport activities.
- Each team undertakes to compete against all other participating teams.
- Each participant undertakes to compete against all other participants.
- The absence of any member of a participating team from any part of the entire sport, opening, prize-giving and closing
ceremonies and socio-cultural programme may result in the team being excluded from the final results.

Anti-Doping
Dope testing for use of banned substances can take place during the competition according to current ISF Anti-Doping Rules.
If selected for testing, a competitor, if minor, must be accompanied by an adult. If a competitor is following a course of medical
treatment which includes the use of prohibited substances according to the current WADA prohibited list, he/she must obtain
a TUE (Therapeutic Use Exemption) from his/her National Anti Doping Agency (NADO).

The competition will be run according to the ISF rules and regulations and World Athletics technical rules under

the direction of the ISF Technical Commission of athletics.

1 throw (not allowed are 2 races, 2 jumps or 2 throws)

Each country may enter two competitiors in each event and 1 team in each relay. Each athlete is allowed to

compete in two events plus the relay as follows:

A team is not allowed to enter more than 3 athletes in one event.

A competitor can only take part in one competition, either  as a member of school team or as a member of

a selected team.

·The members of each team must be declared before the competitions starts. Once the competition is

started , it is not possible to change between the different events
